The total
assets increased over $72 million, taking our funds over the half-billion
mark.  The average investment gain was over 12% for all the OMRF assets
combined which includes the Defined Benefit and the Defined
Contribution plans!  The Defined Benefit Plans gained over 16%, providing
additional actuarial soundness to the plans.  The Defined Contribution
members enjoyed investment gains from 5% to 33% on the various fund
options - which of course benefited those plan participants directly.

Our Trustees and dedicated staff work diligently with our investment
consultant and investment managers to monitor the fund activity, checking
for compliance with our investment policies and guidelines, reviewing the
risk profile, and learning about new opportunities for fund investments.
Not every year can provide these same investment gains, but our work
attempts to minimize the downturns and participate in the upturns of the
market.

OMRF begins our 41st year of service to the OMRF members.  We remain
strong and steadfast with an unwavering commitment to serve you - the
cities, towns, municipal hospitals and agencies in Oklahoma!  We are proud
of our history and look forward to prosperous future for all the OMRF plan
participants and members.
